NOTICE OF RIGHT TO ACCOMMODATION

If you have a disability and you need an accommodation…

· To make it easier for you to live in your apartment,

· To use the building facilities or take part in programs and activities onsite,

· To communicate or receive information,

You can request an ACCOMMODATION.


We will give you an answer in 45 days unless there is a problem getting needed information.  If we need more information or verification from you, we will let you know.  If your request is reasonable, we will make every effort to provide the accommodation.

If we turn down your request, we will explain the reasons and talk to you about the other ways to meet your needs.  You can also give us more information if you think that will help.

If you need help filling out an ACCOMMODATION REQUEST FORM or if you want to give us your request in some other way, we will help you.

You can get an ACCOMMODATION REQUEST FORM from your management office.

FOR LEASE VIOLATIONS AND EVICTIONS:

If you are having problems complying with the terms of your lease because of your disability, you should talk with your Property Manager as soon as possible.  This is especially true if you have received one or more 10-Day Notices for lease violations.  Your Property Manager can work with you to prepare a plan or suggest changes that will correct the problem.  When you speak to your Property Manager, you will need to show that the lease violation is caused by your disability, and how the plan or change you suggest will eliminate the problem.  If the plan involves a third party, you will also need to show that someone is available to provide the needed assistance.
